ISSUES SOLUTIONS

Confined to their bed for their personal hygiene

Poor skin integrity and low mood among the patients
Transferring causes discomfort to patients

Requires physical strength during transferring

Increased in back pain among care staff and caregiver

OUTCOMES

198 SESSIONS nave been conducted from September 2022 to February 2023

10 CAREGIVERS (cported that patient presented less discomfort after service

14 CAREGIVERS shared that patient’s skin integrity have improved

3 CARE STAFFS rcported less back pain post service, lesser strain to their back

FALL RISK REDUCED :s no physical transfer and exposure to slippery surface
